THE OPERATOR (The one pushing the button!) 1S RESPONSIBLE TO
INSURE NO ONE GOES UNDER THE VEHICLE DURING RAISING AND
LOWERING, AND UNTIL SAFETY LOCKS ARE ENGAGED! Raise vehicle fully
off ground and set locks. Instructor verifies vehicle safe on lift and locks
engaged. At instructor’s direction, release locks and put vehicle on
ground.
